e Monday, August 3, 2009: Burgess Shale Centennial Feature Program — The Mary
Vaux Presentation by Henry Vaux

Henry Vaux has updated some of the glacial photographs taken by his grandfather, George, his
great aunt, Mary, and his great uncle, William Vaux. These photographs illustrate how
dramatically the glaciers of the Rocky Mountains have receded in the past years.

Walcott’s great granddaughter, Erin Younger, lives in Seattle, Washington. Erin has a wealth of
personal family information, including photographs of the field trips to the Burgess Shale. She
will offer a limited number of talks and presentations, focusing on her grandmother’s (Walcott’s
daughter) early life experiences accompanying her father to the Canadian Rockies, including the
period of the Burgess Shale discovery. This presentation will also include Dr. Desmond Collins,
an authority on Walcott’s life history and a scholar of the Burgess Shale. Desmond will provide
an historical background of his extensive research activities of the Burgess Shale that he
conducted through the Royal Ontario Museum (the “ROM?”).
